The School identifies and acknowledges local kaumatua and kuia to support and
advise the School on matters of protocol and culture

Budgeting will reflect the changing needs and aspirations of the Maori community
Curriculum planning will endeavour to reflect Maori perspectives in the content and
delivery, methodology and assessment.
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
